10. New Business
· New Meeting location and parking

No meeting arrangements have yet been made for the September meeting, and it is too late to book the Discovery Museum for that month. · Celestron-sponsored event for 2010?

Some discussion about Keith Mullen’s proposal for a Star-B-Q with a strong Celestron presence (proposed at an earlier board meeting), similar to the event he held at his observatory this summer.  There was no resolution to pursue such an event, and the problems we experienced with our last SBQ, such as having the board and general meetings held away from HGO during SBQ, instead of at SBQ, was discussed.  Some confusion regarding the actual date of SBQ prevailed until quite late, after Mike Mehrdadi had already locked in his, as usual, outstanding speaker.  It was suggested that we strive to at least determine the date of SBQ by January 1st each year, and a full year ahead of time would even be better, considering how far ahead of time vacation plans have to be made.
In the absence of other officers, Walt Heiges ran SBQ this year, which was much smaller than usual this year.  Not all the raffle prizes were placed into the raffle.  Walt agreed to write an article for the next Observer about SBQ and list the prizes that were raffled and who won them.

Off agenda, the design of the present website was discussed.  There have been complaints that it has grown to be too clumsy and complicated.  The possibilities of either redesigning it or reverting to an earlier design were discussed.  No definite course of action has yet been agreed upon.
11. Adjourn – A motion to adjourn was made by Tom Silver, and seconded somewhat simultaneously by Walt Heiges, Kirk Alexander, and Perry Porter.  The motion passed and the meeting adjourned at 1952.
