4. Guest Issues - None
5. Approval of Minutes – The November Minutes were amended and Andrew motioned to approve the minutes as amended at the meeting.  Molly seconded, and the motion passed.
6. Secretary’s Report – The October minutes were amended at the meeting, to correct an error regarding discontinuance of the telephone landline at HGO.  Tom motioned to approve the October Minutes as amended.  Perry seconded and the motion passed.
7. Treasurer’s Report – The Treasurer’s report consisted regarded dues for membership, and was discussed under membership drive below. 
8. Membership
· Membership Application Process – The general rules and procedures for processing of membership was reviewed.  It was clarified that an important part of the process is filing a completed and signed membership application, and payment of the dues, which when received, then qualifies the applicant to be placed on the candidate list for the approval vote.  Signing of the application ensures that the applicant understands and agrees to abide by the rules of the organization, and for liability purposes is a necessary legal document to participate in organization activities.
It was noted that some of the applicants approved in the past meeting had not filed an application nor paid dues, which invalidates last month’s approval action.  For this reason, individuals named in last month’s candidate list, and those not having submitted appropriate items on past meeting candidate lists must be reconsidered in the current meeting approval actions.  It was stated that all necessary items have now been received for all new and returning members listed in the past few months.
· Approval for membership - Because Cary Chleborad had not filed an application, his approval last month is among those deemed invalid.  For this reason, Cary’s membership approval action was conducted separately as done at the last meeting.
Cary Chleborad – Ross motioned that Cary not be allowed into SVAS for reasons disclosed at the previous meeting.  There was more discussion among Board Members and with Mr. Chleborad regarding his past behavior against certain members.  Following this discussion, Walt seconded the motion and it went to vote.  The motion passed with 2 nays, 7 ayes, and 2 abstentions, and Cary’s request to become a member of SVAS was not approved.
