4. Guests: Don Edelberg, Donna Komlosky, Pierre Lessard, David Macho, Randy Merkel, Jason Gayman, Lonne Robinson, Linda Hall, Brian Fitzgerald.
5. Guest Issues: Lynda Hall resigned from Directorship as a result of accusations of political favoritism in the SVAS election campaign made by candidates Andrew Gallagher and Doug Williams.  They claimed that Lynda did not provide equal opportunity for candidate statements in the SVAS Newsletter.  Lynda provided documentation in the form of e-mail exchange that clearly demonstrated that she exercised no favoritism, and among any candidates, and provided equal opportunity for candidate communication via the newsletter.  Candidate Gallagher and Williams issued an apology to Lynda, Walt and Ross for making the unfounded allegations.
An important point made by Lynda was that such adverse actions could potentially have resulted in a defamation lawsuit against SVAS.  This was acknowledged by the Board.
6. Approval of Minutes
