1. Call to Order – The meeting was called to order at 8:10 p.m. outgoing President Liam McCaid.
2. Moment of Silence for Chris Hulbe – A moment of silence was held in honor of Chris Hulbe, extraordinary volunteer/contributor and member of SVAS.  The silence was followed by numerous testimonials from those who new him well.  These were from fellow SVAS members, and faculty at Sacramento City College, where he taught many students the thrills of science over the years. 
3. Introduction: Election Procedure – Liam McCaid provided an overview of the SVAS election procedures, beginning with selection of a Teller Committee through swearing-in of new Directors and Officers.
4. Selection of Teller Committee – Liam turned the floor over to the incumbent Secretary Charles Real, who then described the duties of the committee and called for volunteers.  Chosen committee members were: Narissa Adams (chair), Brian Fitzgerald, and Jason Gayman.
5. 7. Polls Open (voting) - Liam called the “Polls Open.”  Meeting attendees then vacated the auditorium and formed a line to officially sign in and receive a blank ballot.  A total of 41 signatures were obtained, and 41 ballots handed out.  
8. Polls Close (Collection/Counting of Ballots) – Voting took place for a period of 30 minutes, when Liam called the polls closed. All ballots were placed in the ballot box and transferred to the Teller Committee for counting.  
9. Annual Report – Kirk Alexander gave a comprehensive annual report of the financial condition of the society, and assured the membership that SVAS is healthy.
10. Membership Honors – Lynda Hall announced winners of the Natalie Leonard and Star Awards for their exceptional contribution and service to SVAS.
11. Events for 2010 – Ross Gorman gave an overview of events for 2010, including the annual Star-B-Que, school star parties, public viewing, SVAS Glacier Point trip, Astronomy Day, and a naked-eye comet in October.
